It was so�ly raining where the line of excited young and old people stood, wai�ng in a quieter 

area of the partly flooded river in central Nepal, with high hills and mountains in the distant 

horizon. Others were milling around curiously watching in an�cipa�on, to see what was about to 

happen. 
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Then one by one the pastor began bap�sing them! 

First, he spoke to them in their beau�ful Nepali 

language, about what they were doing, why they 

were being bap�zed, and what it meant to go under 

the water and have their sins washed away. He then 

fully immersed them in the flowing river in the name 

of the Father, Son and Holy Spirit! Hallelujah - They 

were cleansed, made whole and raised to newness of 

life! 

As l watched, I thought to myself if the pastor accidentally 

let one of the people go they would be swept away in the 

raging river and would meet Jesus sooner than they 

expected. At the same �me I sensed an urgency in the 

hearts of the people to be bap�sed, so they yielded to the 

call and obeyed.  

There was an old lady wai�ng for her turn to go under the 

water, so l asked her why she was being bap�sed.     

She replied, “l was on my death bed so I had prayed to 

all my gods and nothing happened! I was s�ll dying. 

Then my niece came to our house, who was a Chris�an, 

and asked if she could pray for me in the name of 

Jesus.” The old lady told her niece, “If your God heals 

me l will follow Him all my life.” The niece prayed for her 

aunty and she was healed, so the aunty burned all her 

idols and followed Jesus. She was there that day to 

commit her life to Jesus through bap�sm. This had a 

great effect on all the family as their grandmother who 

lived with the family, was now a believer in Jesus!  

This is just one tes�mony of tens of thousands like this 

woman. God is bringing healing and the people want to 

know more about Jesus. It is such a wonderful picture of 

the beginning of salva�on and one that is being 

repeated o)en throughout Nepal now.  

Bap�sms and church growth is why Mission Outreach is 

so passionate and commi.ed to ge/ng Bibles and New 

Testaments into the hands of believers.

China’s Church Under A=ack 

Although ones like this aunty cannot read, their younger 

grandchildren and family members can, and when they 

are given a New Testament, they read the Word of God to 

their Grandmother, and the rest of the family hear the 

Word too. The Gospel is spreading so fast in not only 

Nepal but many other countries that Mission Outreach is 

involved in.  

In October this year, MO NZ and MO USA are sending a 

team to Nepal to con�nue to train approximately 600 

pastors and leaders through the ‘Body Builders for Christ’ 

Training Programme (originally called Equipping Centres). 

964 Pastors have already been trained across 19 different 

loca�ons over a one-year period in 2019-2020. 

These pastors are now discipling approximately 14,668 

believers. The last batch of trainee Pastors and Leaders 

were eagerly wai�ng for the training which then got put 

on hold due to Coronavirus travel restric�ons in early 

2020.   

Their desire to be trained has not waned, and they are 

excited that we are able to recommence the Body 

Builders for Christ training this year.  

We are believing for about 8,000 disciples as a result of 

the BBC Training. To help the trainees with their 

evangelism and discipleship, we plan to print and supply 

them with resources including ‘New Testaments with 

Ques�ons & Answers’ and various other teaching 

materials. 

The vision is to have 5,000 BBC Training Centres 

throughout Nepal and beyond, with the poten�al to reach 

up to 65,000 new believers each year. This is a big vision, 

but our God is more than able to do this.  

Please join with MO to help what God is doing in Nepal 

through the supply of New Testaments for new believers 

and training materials to put in the hands of eager and 

zealous leaders. 

The China Bible project con�nues, against all odds, 

and under massive pressure so these �mes are very 

difficult for the believers in China.

In the last six months Xi has moved to shut down all 
access to God's Word in every way. The  annual quota 
Amity Press has been allowed to print for Three-Self 
church members has been progressively slashed, so that 
has now created a massive shortage among Three Self 
Church believers as well.

The Communist Party has systema�cally shut down Bible 
websites and apps with the assistance of Apple and 
Google, who removed them from their app stores for 
people in China.

Despite the challenges God has made a way where there 
is no way to con�nue ge/ng bibles to the believers in this 
na�on.

Please pray and intercede for our brethren in China as 
the Lord leads, as their challenges and needs are many.

What an honour to be able to meet this 
need. Price per bible is currently $5.55.

Chinese Bibles
Project Pearl in 1981 was significant for Eddie and the 
many others who helped with this epic delivery of 
Chinese bibles. In recent �mes the Communist Party has 
significantly reduced the quota of Bibles printed and has 
also shut down Bible websites and apps. However God is 
making a way where there is no way to get Bibles to the 
believers. Help us do the impossible! Price per bible is 
$4.50.

Telugu Bibles for India
We have several contacts for India who all have a need 
for bibles in the churches they work with. The church in 
this na�on is growing rapidly, as fear and persecu�on 
have opened the door for the Lord’s people to reach out 
and share the gospel of Jesus. The cost per bible is $5.30.

New Testaments with Q&A for Nepal
As part of our Pearl 22 One Million bibles, MO has 
commi.ed to help supply 10,000 Nepali New Testaments 
with Psalms, Proverbs with approximately 240 Ques�ons 
& Answers. These are common ques�ons and biblical 
answers with references. This is extremely valuable for 
the young people and those who have converted from 
Hinduism. Cost per New Testament is $3.80
