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In this issue 

‘We are not afraid’ was  Chinese Brother Hui’s declara�on. Jesus promised we would be hated by all 

na�ons because of Him, and so it is a great honour to suffer because of our affilia�on with the true 

King. Even our ability to buy food or func�on in any way may soon be blocked, but God is in 

complete control. He died for us, and we are His precious inheritance. No ma*er what men may do 

to us, the Lord taught us to trust and not fear. (Ma�. 10:28-31).
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A few months ago the Lord safely facilitated an interview 

with a key house church leader. This pastor, whom we will 

call Brother Hui (not his real name), has been greatly used 

by God for many years, and is the leader of a network of 

house churches in China that have experienced many 

miracles and explosive revival. Today his network numbers 

several million believers. 

Brother Hui goes on to say, “Several years ago things started to 

drama�cally change in China, and we had to seek God and adjust to 

a challenging new environment. This has been a �me when the 

church had to rely on local leaders, not foreigners or recorded 

sermons. It has been a �me of personal study in the Word, and a 

season for seeking God afresh with all our hearts. 

The government began tracking everyone’s movements through a 

phone app that is required for all travel, whether by plane, train, 

bus or any other method. When we purchase a �cket or enter a 

sta�on, the app reveals our iden�ty. If we are on a government 

blacklist, as many pastors are, travel is blocked. Furthermore, those 

who are able to travel find their movements are restricted and 

traced. This and other challenges have forced us to become more 

cau�ous with how we minister, but we con�nue to share the 

Gospel and disciple believers. We will never stop serving the Lord!

Our church used to have many bible study groups that met on 

WeChat (the main Chinese social media app) and Zoom during 

the lockdowns. However, the authori�es used these to iden�fy 

and track those who par�cipated in the online mee�ngs. The 

bible studies only lasted three weeks, as the police came and 

arrested our leaders. We learned our lesson and stopped 

holding online mee�ngs. 

It seems that all Chris�ans are being systema�cally iden�fied. 

When believers refuse to deny Christ, the government takes 

away their pension and free medical care but they will never 

admit that the government is their provider. That role belongs 

only to the Lord Jesus Christ! 

Despite all these challenges and difficul�es, the number of 

believers has con�nued to grow! The ci�es in our province 

have seen the strongest response to the Gospel, with 

thousands of new believers, while rural areas have experienced 

the most severe persecu�on. We will con�nue to share Jesus 

for as long as we can. We have also been distribu�ng 

thousands of Gospel tracts, and most people are more 

recep�ve to Christ than before. Their confidence in this world 

and the Communist Party has been deeply shaken by the 

pandemic and economic woes that are destroying our country.
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Ma�hew 19:29 “And everyone who has le5 houses or brothers or sisters or father or 
mother or wife or children or fields for my sake will receive a hundred #mes as much 

and will inherit eternal life.” (NIV)
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I am especially burdened for the youth of China. They really need 

Christ, and millions have commi2ed suicide since the pandemic 

started, as they lost all hope to live. 

It seems the government is determined to completely choke off the 

supply of Bibles. Our main concern is for the many new converts. 

They must have God's Word to be grounded in the faith. In the 

past, young people could access the scriptures through apps and 

websites, but most have been shut down and physical Bibles are 

becoming increasingly rare. 

This is a fierce fight for control over the Church of Jesus Christ. 

Satan and the world demand we bow down to them, but the 

true sheep of the Lord refuse to bow to anyone but Jesus. It is 

the same ba2le the patriarchs and prophets had in the Bible, 

and it will con�nue throughout China un�l the glorious 

moment when we will all hear a loud trumpet blast, and the 

righ5ul owner of the Church returns to rule and reign forever!” 

This may be the last report we receive from inside China 
for a long �me. Please pray for the church in China .

MO has experienced many new doors opening to 

partner with, here in NZ and the na�ons, and God is 

bringing many people to us who have seen what we are 

doing and want to help and be a part of MO to build His 

Kingdom together.

at the student and tell her she will get her Bible. She was beside herself with joy. And so we were able to purchase 

Bibles for all the students. The Bibles were like gold for them and such a precious opportunity for us in our support of 

them. 

Uganda
2022 has seen tremendous growth in the church here with 1000s coming to the Lord, 
including two witch doctors. The need for bibles con�nues and we are blessed to have 
contacts in this na�on who can purchase and distribute the bibles to wherever they are 
needed as most tribal leaders and pastors do not have Bibles and many in the church do not 
either. Our free giJs of the Word of God is such an encouragement to them.  

Nepal
Pastor Samuel and his team have been able to hold several gospel crusades where many are being saved. To a2end a 
crusade, believers need to take one unsaved person with them. They are then given a New Testament with Ques�on & 
Answers to give as a giJ aJer they have heard the good news of Jesus. Your support of this P22 project is reaping an 
amazing harvest.  

Ukraine
In the midst of the trauma, tragedy, displacement and loss from the war in this na�on, we have been able to 
help provide thousands of New Testaments to the hungry souls in the Ukraine. To do this our contacts include 
a New Testament in the food parcels so they can meet their physical and spiritual hunger. Thank you for 
helping us reach out to these needy people. 

India
Our partners in India have seen a hunger for truth in their people who are 
discouraged by the Hindu gods failing them so many are turning to the Living God 
who gives hope and life. Our contacts have been courageously distribu�ng 
thousands of bibles for free, giving to pastors, leaders, old and new believers who 
are so encouraged and blessed. Miracles are happening with some who cannot read, 
miraculously being able to read and understand the Word of God given to them.  

China 
As persecu�on intensifies in China, the church grows even more. We believe the Lord will show strategies to 
his people to get the thousands of bibles that have been funded to His people. Just as the miraculous 1981 
delivery fuelled a great revival in this na�on, we pray God will do it again so the Church can be a powerful 
presence in their country.  

Burundi  
When we started Pearl 22 we never expected to be able to facilitate the provision of 
bibles to believers in Albania or Burundi. Through a special partner in mission who visits 
many unusual na�ons to equip the saints, we have been able to do just that! Although 
not in large numbers, we have been able to bless some with the precious giJ of God’s 
Word. 

Albania  
We had a one-off opportunity this year to give funds to a pastor in Albania who is also the chaplain of 
a maximum security prison. He was delighted to be able to buy 250 Bibles and has so far distributed 
100 to his church members and some of the prisoners.  

Pakistan  
This year many Pakistani children have been blessed with Bible story books. We 
con�nue to appeal to the Way Maker to make a way for further Bible distribu�ons in 
this region with the funds we have allocated for this purpose.
