most affected by the war. God’s amazing 
interven�ons are o9en through the unsaved and 

unsuspec�ng. 

Recently, a man who had just led three young military 
men in the Ukrainian army to Jesus reported: “The 
week a�er I led these men to Jesus, they were all in a 
helicopter preparing to go on a mission. Minutes 
before take-off their commander came to the 
helicopter and pointed to all three of the men 
recently saved to be transferred to another mission. 
They got out of the helicopter. Shortly a�er the 
helicopter took-off it was shot down. Tragically all 
those on board perished but the young men who had 
given their lives to Jesus a week earlier were spared.”  

This brings to life the Apostle Paul’s words in 2 

Cor.6:2b, in a real and powerful way, “In an 

acceptable �me I have heard you, and in the day of 

salva�on I have helped you. Behold, now is the 

accepted �me. Behold, now is the day of salva�on!”

Aid con+nues to be 
delivered and used to 
help meet the natural 
needs of the people and 
opens the door for the 
gospel to be preached 
to meet their spiritual 
needs. Thousands of 
people are opening 
their hearts to receive Jesus.  

Funds sent from Mission Outreach to print bibles 
are a +mely blessing for the people of Ukraine. 
Recently one thousand people were bap+zed and 
given a new Bible to celebrate. Because it is so 
rare to find full Bibles in the Ukrainian language, 
the people treated their gi� like they had just 
discovered hidden treasure!

Miracles in Turkey 

Where many aid organisa�ons have been and gone, it is only the 
church that remains to share prac�cal love with the desperate 

people of Turkey. 

In February this year, Turkey and Syria experienced devasta+ng earthquakes and 
a�ershocks. With tens of thousands lost, and buildings and homes reduced to 
rubble, many people are s+ll struggling even now to have basic needs of food 
and shelter met. The greatest needs are physical, mental and always spiritual.

Selim is a young boy who lived with his family in a three-storey building in a city 
of Turkey.

Miraculously he survived and was able to escape 
from the building through a gap in the window by his bed. His loss was great, 
but thankfully his Grandparents were elsewhere and are now looking a�er him. 

This is just one of many miracle stories in the midst of great loss. The people of 
Turkey are in great need of healing and restora+on and kindness from the heart 
of their Heavenly Father. Selim (Photo: in the green t-shirt), now lives with his 
grandparents in a shipping container. Please pray for Selim to come to know the 
purpose and plan of God for him, and for complete restora+on of joy.  

The Body of Christ in Turkey is working together to help the families in need. 
Pastors are partnering together to get trucks carrying aid for the people. Teams 
are working together to move the aid and distribute food to families in each 
village. This beau+ful unity is spreading and building bridges of rela+onship 
between the Muslims and Chris+ans as they share in the aid.

28 Pray for the people of Turkey who 
con+nue to struggle for basic needs and 
face hopelessness. Pray for the church to 
rise up as a beacon of hope mee+ng 
prac+cal and spiritual needs and so shining 
the love and dignity of Christ for these 
precious people.

GLOBAL CHURCH
29 Where there is turmoil, pray for faith to 
know God’s Presence, and fresh joy in 
overcoming obstacles. Pray that the Church 
would rise up a mighty army to win the 
ba;les that we face. Give thanks to God 
that He strengthens us in spirit to 
overcome, to be the head and not the tail.  

30 Pray for God’s people to shine in the 
face of impossibility and bring glory to God, 
not self-seeking but to bring change in the 
lives of people around.
