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Nearly 200 years ago, Adoniram Judson first brought 

the Gospel to Burma now known as Myanmar. While 

many tribes have accepted Christ, the majority of 

Burmese people have resisted the Gospel. Of the 54 

million in Myanmar today, 42 million remain bound 

and firmly entrenched in their Buddhist beliefs.

These people have been completely unreached - un�l now! 

The Holy Spirit is moving, breaking down walls and barriers 

in their hearts and minds, touching adults and children alike 

with God’s hope, love, peace and truth. 

Thousands of people from every walk of life in Myanmar, 

are being spiritually awakened, receiving the Word of God 

with great gladness, worshipping the one true God, and 

being bap�zed. God is touching many from amongst the 

slums, the poor, gang members, but also transforming the 

beliefs of Buddhist monks, emptying Buddhist temples, and 

freeing the cap�ves.  

The Churches are mul�plying constantly in this na�on, and 

disciples are being made. 

Last year we shared a li(le about this wonderful revival that 

is transforming many communi�es in the country of 

Myanmar. Although the Gospel has been there for two 

centuries, Chris�an growth has been slow and mostly 

among ethnic minority groups such as the Karen, Chin, 

Kachin and Lisu. 

With society falling apart in Myanmar, mul�tudes of 

desperate Burmese have been finding truth and peace 

in Jesus Christ and His Word. In just one region alone, 

our partner ministry who works closely with those in 

this na�on reported that believers grew from 2,000 to 

7,000 in 2023 as the Holy Spirit powerfully reached into 

the poorest communi�es! 

Many of those who have experienced God’s salva�on 

for the first �me are from the lowest rungs of society – 

pros�tutes, drug addicts, gang members, and those who 

have become deeply disillusioned with life.

This Easter, our contacts in 

Nepal have come up with a novel way to bring the 

glad :dings. In this na:on where evangelisa:on of 

strangers is not permi;ed, the Lord had given Ps 

Samuel this new strategy to reach souls during Easter.  

He will be sending out two teams of volunteers on 

motorcycles to deliver New Testaments to their known 

contacts.  

This two-team event is being planned for two different 

loca�ons in Nepal at the end of March to coincide with 

Easter. 

Both teams of 100 motorbikes, which include the riders and 

their pillion passengers - a total of 400 volunteers on 

outreach - are to prepare a list of at least 15 contacts. 

Everyone will then gather for instruc�on, worship, prayer 

and commissioning, before the 200 motorbikes head out 

under the cover of God’s blessing, to deliver their precious 

cargo of New Testaments in their backpacks, to those on 

their lists.  

Following delivery the teams will re-assemble for 

thanksgiving and prayer. 

If you would like to contribute to this project we have 

split it into two parts. Part one is to cover the logis�cal 

costs of petrol, loca�on costs, and refreshments, and 

the other part is to cover prin�ng of the 6,000 New 

Testaments to be given out.
