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God is using the BBC training to advance the Kingdom of 
God in Nepal. Over recent years a total of 21,400 Nepalese 
have been discipled by 1,430 Pastors that the MO team 
have helped train. 

The most recent BBC training seminars were held in 3 
loca�ons in East Nepal in March this year. A MO team made 
the trip to help once again with this, and also to visit, bless 
and pray for various other ministries. Following is Alan’s 
report. 

Having now completed my fourth mission to Nepal teaching 
in the BBC seminars it’s s�ll a privilege to bring the Word of 
God to the eager pastors who come for the training. We 
graduated 182 Pastors who will teach and disciple over 
2,640 new leaders.  

This �me in the training we 
felt to put more of an 
emphasis on leadership 
character and moral purity, 
in addi�on to our usual focus 
on bap�sm in the Holy Spirit, 
five-fold ministries, Awesome Power of Blessing booklet, 
and servanthood.  

The vision of the BBC seminars is that each church is a 
training centre in order to mul�ply disciples. At the 
comple�on ceremony each pastor is given a stack of 
booklets for their trainees in an�cipa�on of the months of 
discipling which will happen back in their churches. Please 
pray for them. 

In addi�on to helping with the 3 BBC training seminars, 
it was a privilege to visit one of the four other pastors 
training facili�es in East Nepal, and hear of Samuel’s 
vision for expansion. 

The programme that runs 
in the pastors training 
facili�es is designed to 
bring pastors in for a short 
�me while s�ll enabling 
them to minister in their churches in the weekend. 
Assignments are given and there is cell phone follow up. 

Nearby we prayed over an empty building where 
Samuel’s vision is to extend the building to 
accommodate students for more in-depth theological 
training, leading to a recognised diploma. 

We were also able to view a piece of land Samuel has a 
vision to develop as a storage facility for literature 
distribu�on. We are excited to say that since our visit 
the land has been purchased and – pending addi�onal 
provision of funds – a building is soon to be 
commenced. 

We loved mee�ng with Samuel’s older brother who 
visits and evangelizes mountain villages and o7en sees 
whole villages come to the Lord. 

While visi�ng Emmanuel School in Pokhara and mee�ng 
some of the sponsored children, we were challenged by 
the Lord to provide more support for one of these 
under-privileged children by way of securing a cleaning 
job for her mother at the school.
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“ I planted the seed, Apollos watered it, but God has been making it grow. ... For we are co-workers in 
God’s service; you are God’s field, God’s building. By the grace God has given me, I laid a founda6on as a 

wise builder, ... which is Jesus Christ.” 1 Cor.3:6, 9-10a, 11b (NIV)  
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 Heart to Heart .... 

There are always many challenges and obstacles to 

navigate, as we have an enemy in the heavenly realms 

who is able to influence people. But despite the very real 

difficul�es, we saw 

the truth of Isaiah 

9:7 ‘Of the 

increase of His 

government and 

peace there will be 

no end.’  

We came away very encouraged by all that God is doing to 

build His church in this precious and beau�ful na�on at 

the top of the world.
